KPBSD Finances and Cost Drivers

 Each year the cost of maintaining the 
whole is more expensive

 Cost drivers 
◦ Salary
◦ Health care

 Funding levels uncertain
◦ One time funding from State
◦ Borough funding – scenarios



Health Care, One of KPBSD’s Cost 
Drivers

 Budgeting 13% increase for FY16
 Continue to look for savings
 Affordable Care Act
◦ Transitional Reinsurance
◦ Employer Shared responsibility

 Total cost of the KPBSD health care plan 
has risen by about 50 %  in the past 5 
years

(FY09= $15.4 million- FY14=$ 23.1 million)
