	Approval of Minutes:
	The minutes from 5/5/08 were approved without comment.



	Review of Policies:
	BP  & AR 1330 Use of School Facilities and Properties and E1330 Room Building Use Application – These are being revised to provide the District with additional discretion over the use of school facilities.  Atty. Holly Montague from the Borough Legal Office 
· explained that the school district is welcoming to the community in the use of its buildings.  We can put some limitation but not a lot since we have been open. 

· The US Supreme Court expressed that vulgarity and sexually explicit language is unacceptable.  We can be more explicit where students are exposed.
· She is working on tying revisions to other policies, however, we could still be challenged.

· Holly will return at the next meeting with proposed changes.


BP 1325 Advertising and Promotions – Limit exclusion from public information advertising to promotion of any particular commercial interest – remove  “or religious belief”.

· Melody Douglas also brought up that it is her hope that corporate advertisers in the schools be charged at a higher rate with one more level of review for corporate advertising.  She is researching how this is handled elsewhere.

BP 2300 & BP 3316 Conflict of Interest – These two policies appear to be identical.  One is under Section 2000-Administration and the other is under Section 3000-Business & Noninstructional Operations. Note that there is an exhibit attached to BP 3316 – E 3316 Request to do Business with the Kenai Peninsula Borough School District.

· Recommendation that BP 2300 be deleted.
AR 3311 Bids – Addenda are no longer delivered by certified mail, fax or hand. Bids are posted on website and ads run in Clarion and Anchorage Daily News with any addenda posted on the webpage.

· Small edit in formatting.
BP 4141/4142 Negotiated Agreement – The KPEA and KPESA agreements are called the “Collective Bargaining Agreement”, therefore, the title of this policy is being changed to correspond.

No further recommendations.
AR 5144.1 Suspension – Added section “Notice to Parents” specifying that parents are to get a written notice whenever a student is suspended. Also added section “Readmission” which speaks to the process a student who has been expelled uses for readmission. Both of these are taken directly from AASB.

· Steve Atwater presented these revisions.  
· Some comments on how schools are currently handling disciplines for students less than a 10 day suspension.
BP 4156.2/4256.2/4356.2 Awards and Recognition – New Policy noting that staff functions are to be specifically self-funded.

· Monies for awards/gifts/parties could be bought out of pop machine income or passing the hat, but not school funds.
· Question about where money is coming from to purchase gifts for volunteers.  Answer – Probably out of a pupil fund or PTSA funds, not public funds.
· Comment that the school district also says that students are its most valuable resource.  Language in this BP changed to ‘employees are a valuable resource.’
BP & E 5125.1 Release of Directory Information – Change acceptable recipients of student directory information. “Post-secondary” was added in front of educational institutions and ‘legislators” was added.

· No further recommendations.
AR & E 5141.21 – Minor updates by nurse coordinator.

· Discussion that current means this school year.
AR 6146.3 to 6146.8 – renumbered policy numbers to align with AASB.

BP 6146.3 High School Graduation Qualifying Exam – New Policy taken directly from AASB.

AR 6146.3 High School Graduation Qualifying Exam – Language added designating date of diploma on students who had earned a Certificate of Achievement and now have passed the HSGQE.  Additionally, added link to State of Alaska guidelines and application for waivers.
E 3342(b) Tax Shelter Annuities 
· Revised list of current annuities available to employees.
