	Approval of Minutes:
	The minutes from 12/1/08 were approved with a few punctuation changes.



	Review of Policies:
	· AR 5144 Discipline – discussions on clothing and truancy with no changes recommended.
· BP & AR 5144 Discipline; Sexual Harassment (from Parent Student Handbook); BP & AR 5145.7 Sexual Harassment – based on parental concern requesting Board review.
Discussions regarding
· Maintain individual discretion to help students (victim and perpetrator).
· Mandatory counseling available for both victim and perpetrator.  Dave to check with legal as to whether we can mandate.
· Consideration of a move to 3 to 45 day suspension employed on a case to case basis with less for those offenders who participate in counseling (as we currently do with ATOSS). Dave to check with Legal.

· This issue to be brought up again at another Policy Committee Meeting.
· AR 3360 Travel and Per Diem –Melody brought this revised AR forward for initial discussion with the Board. This AR now provides documented guidelines re travel. 

· FLSA impact on classified employees traveling during non-work hours.

· Meal times 

· Further clarification of policy needed.  This issue will then be brought up again at another Policy Committee Meeting.

· BP 3515 School Safety and Security – Combines BP 3522 School Security into the existing policy on School Safety and Security.  Upon renumbering section 3000 it was discovered that BP 3522 was inappropriately placed and duplicated another policy number for AASB. 
· BP 3522 School Security – to be deleted as a result of the above.
· BP 3530 Risk Management – added Visitor Injuries since these are also reported on the Student Injury/Illness Report.  Expressed need to contact District Office in the event that any injury resulting in transportation to a medical facility. Also, clarified contact necessity for auto accidents.
· BP 5030 School Discipline and Safety – added a line to specifically allow interviewing students without prior permission in cases of a serious nature.
· BP & AR 5125 Student Records – FERPA has been revised with significant impacts to the Student Records policy.  The policy is proposed to mirror the AASB policy which has been reviewed by legal counsel.
· BP 5125.1 Release of Directory Information -  Changes to this policy are also a direct result of the changes to FERPA.
· E 5125.1(a) Authorization for Releasing Student Directory Information.  This narrative form was added by AASB with legal counsel to further notify parents of Directory Information release.
· E 5125.1(b) Directory Information Parent Opt-Out Form – This form was modified to include changes in AR 5125 and BP 5125.1.  Additionally, information from E 5145.14 Videotape/Photograph Non-Permission Form have been incorporated in this Opt Out Form.
· E 5145.14 Videotape/Photograph Non-Permission Form – Information from this form has been incorporated above in E5125.1(b) and this form to be eliminated.
· E 6162.71(a) Internet Access Non-Permission Form – Additional non-permissions were added for Google Online Apps. 

· BP 5116 School Attendance Boundaries and E 5116(a) Out of Area Attendance Request
· BP 5116 School Attendance Boundaries and E 5116(a) Out of Area Attendance Request 
Dave presented concerns regarding attendance boundaries for discussion.
· There have been complaints that many schools recruit athletes from other schools.

· ASAA says any communication to students trying to influence them to enroll in a school other than his or her home school or the one that he or she ordinarily would be expected to attend is recruiting/undue influence.
· A middle school is advertising/recruiting attendees.

· Basically, KPBSD is perceived as having open enrollment.

· There is an impact on schools. When they lose student population, they also lose funding, teachers, programs, relationship between schools.

· Definition needed for area, charter, boundary, alternative, correspondence, neighborhood and how all jive.

· Board members under the impression that we are a District of choice.

· 90% is the maximum break off point whereby schools can no longer take out-of-district students.  Should there also be a minimum break off point where schools no longer authorize students from their area to attend another school.

· Impacts on enrollment/staffing, use of buildings.

· Suggestion to use the term “facility utilization” vs. “ attendance area boundaries”

· This is a hot issue.  A task force and a pre-task force may be needed to investigate research and make recommendations.
· Suggestion that it may be advisable to hire an outside facilitator as a point person.
