Restrictions on Sex Offenders on Campus policy

RESTRICTIONS ON SEX OFFENDERS ON CAMPUS

The Kenai Peninsula School Board believes all students have the right to a public education in a safe and positive environment that fosters the maximum opportunity for learning (BP 5030 School Discipline and Safety); and the School Board desires to provide orderly and caring learning environments in which all students feel comfortable (BP 5137 Positive School Climate).
In accordance with BP 5021 Access to Students by Noncustodial Parents, parents may access their child’s student records, participate in school activities, visit the student at school and pick up the student after school.
Sex offenders as defined by AS 12.63.100(5) and who are required to be registered as a sex offender under AS 12.63.010-020 or by court order shall be prohibited from entering and being present during school hours and during school-related and school-sponsored activities, upon any property they know or have reason to know is a Kenai Peninsula Borough School District elementary or secondary school unless they: 

1. Are conducting business on school premises in which case they shall contact the administrative office of the school prior to entering school property and shall not be in the unsupervised presence of children;

2. Are a lawfully registered and qualified voter and are coming upon such property solely for purposes of casting a vote;

3. Are a student enrolled at the school;

4. Have obtained a court order allowing entry and permission to be present upon such property, and are in compliance with terms and conditions of the order;

5. Are picking up or dropping off their child at the Kenai Peninsula Borough School District school at which the child is enrolled, participating in teacher conferences or meetings with faculty or staff, or are a spectator at any school performance at which the enrolled child is a participant, and for any other purpose for which the school administration may specifically consent to or request their presence.

If a sex offender comes onto school property to pick up or drop off their child they shall not get out of the motor vehicle except if necessary to report to the school administrator’s office or unless asked to do so by the school administration.  The child shall be escorted to the parent’s vehicle by school personnel and only the parent’s child(ren) shall be released to the parent by District personnel.  Parents subject to this policy who do not use a motor vehicle to drop off or pick up their child shall contact the school administrator to make specific arrangements for drop off and pick up.

If a sex offender wishes to come onto school property for some other reason (e.g. parent-teacher conferences, student performances) they shall only do so under the following conditions:

·  That they notify the principal of the school at least 48 hours in advance of their desire to come onto school property; and

· That the school principal shall have the discretion to refuse permission if there is some particular reason based on reliable information, that their presence on school property would be inappropriate or a danger to others, provided such permission shall not be unreasonably withheld; and

· That they come only for the specific activity and they leave school property promptly after the conclusion of the activity; and

· That they abide by all other terms and conditions of the school administration.
