Recall an experience you had as a student that involved a teacher that is still vivid in your memory, either positive or negative.  Tell your stories around the table group, deciding which Domain the story best fits.  Survey the group for numbers of each Domain.

Talk about the importance of school experiences to students, and the long-range effects on their lives.

What conclusions or findings do you have about the groups data about their memorable moment? 

What does this protocol do?
· This protocol draws on the teacher’s frame of reference about quality teaching, and allows them to connect their prior knowledge to the 4 Domains.
· Requires attentive listening and respect for the ideas of others.
