	Working in pairs, using the handout of indicators for 2c, talk about your awareness of the patterns in your own classroom, the challenges you deal with in keeping the procedures running smoothly, and goals you have for refining. After each person has a turn, be prepared to report to the whole group what action plans you have for your classrooms.

	Extending and Applying Concepts
	30 minutes

	Explore the attributes and indicators of Component 2c in student groups that have a wide variation of self-directedness.  Strategize ways to differentiate classroom procedures for low-functioning students vs. highly self-managing students. 

(Example: How might you give behavior-challenged students smaller chunks or “bundled” routines that would be more manageable for them? Which students might be more successful if they had the instructions for a particular routine written on and index card that they could keep and look at when needed, eliminating the need for the Teacher to reiterate repeatedly, and encouraging them to self-manage?)
Divide your study group into groups of 4 teachers.  Within the small groups, assign Chapter 4 to 2 teachers, and Chapter 6 to the other 2.

Provide 15 minutes for the pairs to read and highlight the key points from their chapter, discuss the important ideas, and then share with the other pair. 

Ask all participants to identify 1-2 ideas that they will implement in their classrooms.
