	Broaden Understanding
	30-40 minutes
	View a video of a teaching episode, taking notes about what the teacher and students are doing.  In pairs, compare notes to determine placement on the rubric for the elements of 3c, and give examples of empirical evidence of that placement.  

2 pairs join to make a foursome, and generate ideas for that vignette that would engage the all the students in cognitively complex learning throughout the lesson.  

Leader facilitates a whole group dialogue, inviting the teachers to share their insights, challenges, and questions about engaging students.
