· John O’Brien read Nancy Kleine’s proposal for Mixed-6 Volleyball Team for Nanwalek.  It has met the Appendix G Guidelines.  

· Co-Curricular Activities Guidelines – having B team.  Concerned parent wrote letter to Dan Carstens and John O’Brien regarding B teams.  Due to clarification of the guidelines, Homer will now allow B teams.

· Al Aska Shriners 36th annual all-star football games invitation.  John O’Brien will forward this solicitation on to athletic directors.

8) ASAA/Region III Updates

Dan Carstens presented Region III meeting updates.  The next Region III meeting will be on Monday, September 24, 2012.

9) Action and Discussion Items

· Borough Tournament committee formation (XC running, XC skiing, Track & Field)
John O’Brien will be requesting Bill Holt, H.S. administration etc. to be on the committee.

First priority is to develop philosophy.  Any language change for handbook must be done prior to the April Board of Education meeting.

· Middle School ‘B’ Stipends

First priority with the committees is to establish a philosophy statement and then parameters for the ‘B’ teams.  Bill Holt will be involved in this committee as the KPSAA School Board Representative.
· Middle School Stipend Allocations

Curtis Schmidt will be the representative for organizing M.S. administrators to discuss.  Bill Holt will also attend so he can address and inform the Board of Education.
· Nanwalek School would like to form an official mixed-6 volleyball team by SY 14 – Proposal presented.  
A memo will go to the Board of Education stating that the KPSAA Executive Board has granted Club status for this year.

This will then be an item on the February KPSAA agenda.

Tony Graham made a motion to grant Nanwalek School club status for the 2012-13 school year.

· Discussion of new legislation allowing other home school programs access to KPBSD athletic teams in 2013-2014
Legislatures passed a bill allowing IDEA, Raven and any other accredited Home School program access to KPBSD athletic teams.  This goes into effect July 1, 2013. Currently, Connections is the only Home School program allowed to play.   It will be necessary for Department of Education to provide a list of those accredited home school programs.

At the February KPSAA meeting members will craft full recommendation to the District of how to deal with this issue.

· Coaching Boys into Men initiative by Gov. Parnell and ASAA

If any coaches are interested in attending, please contact John O’Brien.   Currently, it will not be required to attend.

· Seward High School ‘s request to add Drama/Debate/Forensics as a formal activity
due to a successful team last year and numerous kids interested in participating this year, John O’Brien made the recommendation that we approve this request.  John O’Brien will draft the memo to the Board of Education to approve Seward High School adding Drama/Debate/Forensics as a formal activity with a paid coach receiving a stipend.

Amy Christianson made a motion to approve this request.

Curtis Schmidt seconded the motion.

Vote:  Passed unanimously. 

Further discussion included a recommendation to the Board of Education to include DDF (Seward, Nikiski, Homer) as an ASAA sanctioned sport and thus be included as well as Nanwalek in the travel funding formula.  This will be discussed at the next KPSAA meeting.
