The writing demonstrates correct 

capitalization with proper nouns, 

the first word in a sentence and 

titles; minor errors do not interfere 

with readability.

The spelling is correct and does not 

detract from the readability of the 

writing; demonstrates above grade 

level spelling. 

The writing demonstrates correct 

capitalization with proper nouns and 

the first word in a sentence; minor 

errors do not interfere with 

readability. 

 

The writing uses commas and end 

punctuation correctly most of the 

time.  

 

 

The grade level spelling is generally 

correct and does not detract from the 

readability of the writing; unknown 

words are spelled phonetically.
