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Recommended Art Experiences for Anchor Standards 1-6
Drawing
e Use a wide variety of tools to explore contour, gesture, and continuous line drawings
e Explore radial and bilateral design in drawings
e C(Create a seven step value scale and then extend that knowledge into a drawing of a still life that
shows shading and value
e Use pattern and texture to add variety and interest to drawings
e Draw from stories, imagination, nature, memory, and observation
e Draw pictures that show positive and negative space
e Explore face and body proportions in portraits and self portraits
Painting
e Use a variety of painting mediums to create still life, landscapes, and portraits
e Explore using a variety of painting tools to create different effects including stippling, splattering,
washing, and patterning
e Continue to explore the process of color mixing to show value perspective in paintings
e Paint abstract and nonobjective works in the style of 20" century artists
Printmaking
e Make an edition of at least four prints, signed and numbered properly
e Make a collagraph relief print using various materials including string, card stock, glue lines, and
other types of textured paper
e Make a monoprint by inking a surface, drawing a design into it, and pulling a print
Sculpture
e Explore creating additive and subtractive sculptures
e Use wire to create a 3 dimensional line drawing
e  Work with paper and other materials to produce a free standing sculpture
Mixed media
e Create 2D or 3D works of art by combining three or more different materials
e Explore radial and bilateral design concepts using collage techniques
e Use a variety of materials to create resist paintings
e Use computer programs to create digital drawings and manipulated photos
e Use materials found in nature to create works of temporary art
e Make a torn or cut paper collage
e Explore fiber arts through sewing with yarn on burlap
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
