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KPBSD Winter Weather Update

In some areas of the borough, you may have noticed a
familiar sight on the ground—that's right, snow! With
Winter Storm Warnings and Weather Watch Advisories
popping up, we wanted to remind everyone that KPBSD
considers our borough's large, diverse area with multiple
microclimates when making decisions on school delays or
closures.

In Alaska, snow is part of our regular winter routine, and
we work to manage it effectively for the safety of our
students and staff. Here's a quick look at how we make
those decisions:

Early Hours Check: KPBSD's Director of Planning and
Operations begins assessing conditions at 3:00 am,
coordinating with the Department of Transportation, First
Student, and borough entities. This includes monitoring
road safety and reviewing site camera footage for snow
or ice impacts.

Decision-Making: By 4:30 am, the Director makes a
recommendation to the Assistant Superintendent.

Communication: By 5:00 am, we notify media and
stakeholders with updates so families can plan their day.
Remember, school delays or closures are area-specific
based on real-time assessments.
