Computer Science – Alaska Association of Career and Tech Ed
500,000 current openings
CS major can earn more than the average college graduate
We only have 3 high schools that offer CS courses
We have a skills gap when it comes to CS 
AVTEC has a 97% placement rate for their IT program
Alaska has created CS standards as of June 2019
Ivie: yes, we have a gap that we should look at filling
Dillin: how is the broadband support? What can we do to support this?
