The
Scholarship award is $500 - $1,000. If you have any questions concerning the application or how
to fill it out, please let me know.

The purpose of the Grant-in-Aid is to assist any student that is unable to meet rigorous criteria
due to challenging health or medical conditions and is serious about continuing higher education.

Applications will be scored based on the following criteria: degree of disability, financial need,
ability/potential (GPA, etc.), educational plans, and application rules followed. The student must
be acquiring or have acquired a High School Diploma or GED and is continuing his/her
education in a chosen field by attending an accredited University, College or Trade School.

In addition to the information requested on the application, the applicant is required to submit:

a) A letter of recommendation, on school stationary, must be from the administrator or a faculty
member of the school that the student is currently attending and should include both a
summary of the student’s achievements and a brief explanation as the nature of the
applicant’s challenges.

b) A transcript showing the applicant’s progress while attending high school.

c) A copy of the letter from the school/institution where the student has been accepted,
verifying the acceptance of the student and a brief explanation of the program in which the
student will be enrolled.

Please
return completed applications by March 16, 2026, to allow us time to meet our mail-in deadline.
